You may be among those who will tell wonderful stories of your life as an altar boy, a Sunday School student, a choir member or just
somebody you could kick back and be with Fr. Macy. You’ll go on at great length laughing gales of laughter about those good old
days. Fr. Macy may have whacked you upside the head, figuratively or literally. I’'m here to tell you Fr. Macy wants you to take care
of YOUR church NOW!!!

I need YOU!!! I am your church talking to you! | have no voice but the one Fr. Paul and Fr. Daniel have at this point in our spiritual
journey.

Back to School...Back to Church

A new school year started and even though I don’t have children of my own that I have to register in
school, help get underway every morning, assist with homework, in addition to being present in their
daily lives, the back to school process is a very familiar one. That “restart” is one we also go through in
our faith communities. After SPY summer ended this summer there were a few weeks of rest and quiet
here at church, | took the time to have vacation time with my family. Once September arrived however
I felt the energy of activity around St. Peter’s again: planning meetings with our lay and ordained
leaders, Sunday school teachers meetings to coordinate the curriculum for the year, event planning and
fund raising activity meetings, more people coming back to church after a well deserved vacation or rest,
and the joy of coming together again and reconnect with our faith journeys. We closed the month of
Father Daniel Vélez-Rivera  September with what I call a great “Back-to-Church” joint bilingual service on September 26"

In addition to resuming familiar church programs and activities in September we did something a bit out of the ordinary on Sunday
September 19™, we commissioned five people from our congregation and two from other Episcopal churches in the diocese as
missioners of social justice and social action to go to Arizona at the noon service (see Salem News Sept. 20"
(http://www.salemnews.com/local/x1561145220/Salem-church-takes-on-fight-against-immigration-law). Bishop Bud encouraged
clergy to invited parishioners to go to Arizona and join hundreds more to register new immigrant US citizens to vote in the November
election so that in addition to exercising their right to vote they will have the chance to have a voice against the anti-immigrant law
SB1070 in their state. Our missionaries of social justice are Lisa Fortuna, Ben Whaley, Dorileni Dumé, Cornelio Lozada Jr., and
Masiel Garcia who will be traveling as of September 23" to help register the more than 30,000 citizens, a great community organizing
venture and community solidarity. Thanks to the interest of these St. Peter’s members two others will be going to Arizona with them:
Caroline Hunter (Emmaus Fellow and Micah intern who is a colleague of Ben’s and Michelle Porsche from St. Peter’s in Cambridge).
I am so proud of our church for putting their concern for marginalized people into action! St. Peter’s mission, to be a house of prayer
for all people is more than words and larger than St. Peter’s — we are supporting all people and representing the wider church in
Christ’s command to service.

In addition to the act of solidarity outside of our church community I extend an invitation to all so that you can be in solidarity with
others right here at home and bring others to be part of what we do and who we are. How? Come to Taize services monthly or to the
weekly 6:15 service in Spanish in the chapel; bring your children and the children in your neighborhood to the Sunday school classes;
come to youth service or the monthly youth group and bring a friend; volunteer to help maintain our church (take a look at the facelift
that Sigfrido Velasquez coordinated in the Balch Room); participate in outreach activities in the community such as ECW, the diaper
ministry which always needs funds for diapers and volunteers to distribute them the last Saturday of the month; help prepare and serve
food for the Salem Mission one Thursday per month; help coordinate the church fair, the Coat Closet and participate in our fund
raisers! There is so much going on here — please come and bring someone.

Fr. Paul informed us that in order to sustain the mission of our church we must pledge time, treasure and talent. | join him in inviting
you to please continue pledging or start pledging so that we can continue sustaining new and ongoing ministries here, our clergy and
administrative salaries and the expenses of the church as well as the wants and wishes that some of you expressed during the
congregational visioning meeting on Sept. 22". These ministries and programs strengthen us and unite us as one family of faith and at
the same time your time, treasure and talent sustains our presence in Salem and surrounding communities.

I invite you to reflect on what St. Peter’s means to you and to think how you might collaborate and participate more fully in order to
continue having a prominent presence in Salem and so that you can continue receiving the spiritual nourishment that being part of this
church provides.

1 would like to take this opportunity to provide an overview of
some efforts of our parish community to provide service to others in the community. My purpose is two-fold: information about what
our church is doing, and to try and spark interest in helping others.

Saint Peter’s Winter Coat Closet Opens Soon
November is the most important month!!

Coats, Gloves, hats, Scarves and Socks needed!

Saint Peter’s Coat Closet will open for its 7" season on Saturday, November 6",
Through the generous donations from our parishioners, friends and Anton’s
Cleaners, we are able to provide warm coats, hats, gloves and scarves and socks to
needy people in and around Salem who otherwise might not be able to keep warm
this winter.

You can help with this important cause this winter while at the same time cleaning
out your closet or garage. Do you have winter coats that you're not wearing
anymore or that you or a family member has outgrown? Those extra coats and
jackets that you have just lying around your home could be a big help to someone
who doesn't have anything.

There are so many people who are homeless or so poor they cannot afford proper
winter clothing. By donating your unwanted and unused winter coats, jackets and
other warmth items you are helping keep another human warm. Your donation
could mean the difference for a less fortunate person this winter.

Look through your closets as well as any stored or packed away clothing to find extra jackets and winter coats that your family doesn't
need. If you have a coat that you didn't wear this past season, perhaps you could give it to someone who really needs it.

November is the most important month for this ministry as winter approaches us and the cold weather begins to fill our days.
Last year we distributed 135 coats during the first month!!

We also need at least 6 volunteers to work on the 1% Saturday of each month when we open the closet. Please contact Phyllis Caliri or
Carole MacDonald if you have a donation and/or would like to volunteer to serve on a Saturday this winter.

We really need donations of coats (men, women and
children...especially XL, 1XL and 2XL) hats, scarves,
gloves/mittens, and SOCKS!! — very few people who come to
- us have socks — often times they will sit right on the floor and
put them on because they are so cold.

Diaper Ministry

One of our newest ministries is the distribution of diapers in collaboration with the Salem Pantry which is operated
out of the Unitarian Universalist Church on Bridge Street. On the last Saturday of every month families with babies
who receive WIC receive 30 diapers. This Project was started by Father Daniel and Ema, who through financial
donations received from parishioners in Marblehead have been purchasing the diapers at volume discount. There
are presently over 30 families served by our ministry. If you are interested in purchasing, packaging or distributing
diapers, please speak with Ema or Patricia. The ministry could always use cash donations to purchase diapers in

bulk.
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LifeBridge (Formerly Salem Mission) Suppers

On the third Thursday of each month, volunteers from St. Peter’s, led by Patti Rocci, prepare a meal for residents of
LifeBridge. We generally serve about 100 individuals. Future dates are October 21%, November 18", and December
16™. Volunteers and donations are always welcome. Contact Patti Rocci at 978-532-3804.

Saint Peter’s Open Door Program

The Open Door is a program of community outreach which runs from late May to November on Saturdays from 11:00 a.m. — 2:00
p.m. Volunteers give tours of Saint Peter’s and present a historical overview of the church and its place in Salem. New volunteers are
always welcome; if you are interested please contact Phyllis Caliri at 781-599-0790.

Vestry Meeting

Tuesday September 14, 2010

Warden, Wendy Spoto, Treasurer, Stephanie Myrie, Assistant Treasurer; Vestry Members: Bill Conway,
Michelle Grimes, Heidi Milman, Chris Lawrence, and Andres Bojos.

Absent: Catherine Esteverena, Carole MacDonald and Jane Gammon.

Guests: Bruce Robinson, Ema Rosero, Spencer Felder and Dan Weir.

The meeting was called to order by Fr. Paul at 7:00pm.

Adoption of the agenda and Roll Call: A quorum
was met; Robert McHugh made a motion to accept
the agenda, Michelle Grimes 2" the motion, a vote
was taken all were in favor, agenda adopted.
Minutes: The minutes to July’s meeting were
previously distributed, via email or mail, the vestry
approved the minutes as written, no corrections
noted.

Mission Report

Sponsorship for Ema Rosero: Fr. Paul
asked the vestry to pledge their support to Ema
during her discernment process. She is a candidate
for ordination as a vocational deacon. Robert
McHugh made the motion to support Ema in this
process, Heidi Milman 2™ the motion, a vote was
taken, all were in favor, motion passed. Ema
explained about the process and thanked everyone
on the vestry for their support. The vestry members
were asked to sign a form stating their support,
which they did.

Dan Weir, Associate Priest: Dan and Fr.
Paul were classmates way back when. Dan is an
ordained Episcopal retired priest, who has recently
moved here to be closer to his grandson. He would
like to be associated with St. Peter’s Church in
Salem and Fr. Paul is asking the vestry if they
would allow him to be the Associated Priest of St.
Peter’s. What this entails is assisting Fr. Paul on the
altar when needed and perhaps preaching on
occasion. He has offered to be the supply clergy
when needed. The Priest Associated is not a paid
position, the supply clergy would be, the nominal
rate. Robert McHugh made a motion to have Dan
Weir as Priest Associate of St. Peter’s Church,
Heidi Milman 2" the motion, a vote was taken, all

were in favor, motion passed. The vestry welcomed
Dan to the church.

Organ Restoration Project: Bruce
Robinson reported on the project. Everything is on
schedule and coming along nicely. The expected
completion date for the organ repair is December of
2010. Bruce got an estimate for repair to the back
wall; the total estimated cost is $6850.00. The
vestry gave Bruce the approval to find someone to
complete this work, the work should begin this
Thursday and take approximately 10 days to 2
weeks to complete. There was discussion on how
this was going to be paid for because it was NOT
included in the insurance coverage. Bruce, with the
approval of Fr. Paul, has written a letter to be sent
out to parishioners, asking for their help and support
to cover the cost of these repairs. The letter will be
mailed out this week. The vestry approved this.
However payment is needed in full within the next
2 weeks. A motion was made to withdraw
$6850.00 from the endowment to cover this cost,
and all money raised from the church would go
back into the endowment fund. Bill Conway made
this motion, Robert McHugh 2" the motion, a vote
was taken, all were in favor, motion carried.

Permanent Memorial Fund: Fr. Paul
distributed a letter submitted by JinnyAnn Lavoie
regarding the memorial fund and how it was
established. In a previous meeting, Fr. Paul, had
submitted his written proposal of how we should be
using this fund. Fr. Paul has asked this matter to
table for discussion until further notice. Fr. Paul
and the vestry all thought that this topic should be
discussed at the annual meeting so that the parish as
a whole could decide on how the fund should be
handled going forward. Fr. Paul asked that Jinny’s
letter and his proposal become part of these
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minutes. (Both will be included). There was
discussion on this, but in the end the vestry did
agree to bring this to the annual meeting for
discussion. It will be an agenda item. The vestry
does have the right to change the way the fund is
handled, however it was thought it would be best to
have the entire church’s input on this topic.

By-Laws: The printed by-laws are wrong.
The list of vestry members, which was approved by
the vestry and at the annual meeting should be 7 not
9 (which is what is currently in the by-laws). This
needs to be corrected and new by-laws distributed.

Members eligible to vote: The by-laws do
state that a list of voting members is supposed to be
available for the vestry to review prior to the annual
meeting. Fr. Paul will ask Jinny Ann for this list.

Strategic Plan: Mally Lloyd will be here
on Tuesday October 5, 2010, at 7pm to meet with
the vestry and priest’s to discuss the co-priest’s in
charge responsibilities and work distribution.
There was discussion on finding a replacement for
Fr. Paul and when the search committee should be
formed. The vestry agreed that by January 2011 the
committee should be formed and prepared to start
the search.

Collaboration with House of Seven
Gables, Teen Drop in Center, Summer Program:
Fr. Daniel informed the vestry the summer program
was a great success. There were approximately 31
kids attending and all went well. He received
$8000.00 in grant money, which covered the
expense of having the program. Collaboration with
House of Seven Gables and Teen Drop in Center:
There is grant money available to restart this youth
program. Fr. Daniel and the director of the House
of Seven Gables are working together to attempt to
get this off the ground. More will be discussed at
future meetings.

Confirmation: October 16, 2010 at the
Cathedral at 10am. Fr. Paul very pleased with the
group of people we have who will be confirmed.
Classes have begun, after the 10 am service each
Sunday.

Greening of the Church: Discussion on
using plastic to cover the windows in the hall and
possible in the office upstairs during the winter
months to help keep out the draft and cold. Wendy
has asked that this not happen until after the fair and
she will take charge of looking into the cost and
how to do it. The vestry agreed.

Johnson Scholarship Fund: Bill Conway
informed the vestry that there were 3 recipients who
received grant money from this fund this year. The
checks will be mailed to them this week.

Social Concerns: Bill Conway is
organizing a meeting to firm up a committee who
would work on any and all social concerns the
parish may have. If you are interested in joining
this committee please contact Bill Conway.

Senior Warden’s Report

Rectory: Patti sent the package off to the
diocese for approval to sell the rectory. She is
hopeful she will hear something by the end of the
month. If the committee does not allow the sale of
the rectory she will hand the keys over to the
bishop.

Cong. Resource Day: Saturday September
25, 2010. Catherine Esterverana is a presenter.
Anyone interested in going please call the church
office for directions.

Theater of Light: The Theater of Light will
not be renewing its contract with us next year.
Although we may need to use the space, the vestry
is well aware of the financial loss this will be for St.
Peter’s Church.

Salem Mission: Patti informed the vestry
that she is stepping down as Food Coordinator of
the Salem Mission. She has done this for 30 years
and feels it’s time. The entire Vestry thanked Patti
for her involvement and commitment to this.
Perhaps the Social Concerns committee could seek
out a replacement.

Jr. Warden’s Report

Fund-Raising: Robert discussed the
upcoming Bella Roma night, tickets are on sale
now. We need everyone to come and support this
event.

Fair Meeting: The next fair meeting is
Tuesday September 21, 2010 at Norma’s home.

Lobster Roll: Heidi Milman stated the
ECW is having their lobster roll sale on October 1,
2010. ¥ of what is raised will go to the church.

Finance Report:

Submitted to the vestry for review and
approval were monthly Finance reports of July and
August prepared by Stephanie Myrie, Assistant
Treasurer. The vestry reviewed them, there were no



unexpected expenses for the months however the
cash balance is below $1000.00. Robert McHugh
made a motion to accept the two reports, subject to
audit, Heidi Milman 2" the motion, a vote was
taken, all were in favor, motion passed.

Fr. Paul and Patti will get together to discuss
a fee schedule for Baptisms and Funerals which will
take effect in 2011.

Wendy discussed the process and time line
for check payments. ALL check requests must have
a form filled out, signed by the person requesting
the check and signed off on by a priest or warden of
the church, then put in the treasurer’s box for
payment. The usual turnaround time for a payment
is one week, (Sunday to Sunday) as that is when she
comes to Salem. In the event that a check is needed

before that time, she has asked that the priest or
warden email her the request, when she comes to
church on that following Sunday she will bring the
check then.
